Barbe Poissopn married & second time at Montreal on 19 ¥ovember 1A51 {Con-
tract Closse, 9 Noverber) Gadbriel Celle dit Duclos, son of the deceased Jean
{Celle) and Colasse Recues dﬁ Nonant, near Bayeux, in Normandy.

The histbrians, in rivalry with each other, have celebrated the courage of
Barbe Polsson, Dame Duclos. In February 1661, the Iroguois eame umon a grour
of Montrealiste without means of defense. Alerted, the youne woman seiged uron
a brace of arquebuses and carried them,without regard to the enemy, disseminating
them here and there among heré fellow citizens in dancer, The Abbe, Tollier de
Casson marvels on this matter: "If the guns had Peen in a mere readied stats,

a strike of great value could have been made; but this amnzon merits even more
ohr rraises for having saved her friedns and neighbors by giving then tbe means
so necessary to ston the enemy, thus giving and even greater assistance.”
