indebtedness to Sir Charles ¥olan, merchant-equivnper of the same nlace, for the
tremedous sum of 5075 livres, 6 sols, and 2 denisrs for the delivery of trading
merchandise. Josevh adds more and more of the colonie to his acccounts in the

Great lakes, The nmeople of St lgurente Hiver interest him no longer. It is at

Fort Pontchartrain that he establiches "his store™ and ends his life,
